READING STRATEGY 

Necessary conditions for 
improving reading  

• Reading teachers 
• Reading families  and  
     communities 
• Reading coach/champion in 

every school 
• Continuous professional  
    development on teaching               
     reading 
• Clear and consistent  
     methodology for teaching      
     reading 
• Print reach classrooms - 

(posters and a variety of 
texts) 

• Learners assessed to under-
stand their level of reading 
competence. 
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The School Reading Policy should in-

clude:  
the Language of Learning and 

Teaching of the school; 
the Home Language of the school; 
The First Additional Language 

(FAL) of the school;  
The Second Additional Language if 

applicable of the school;  
the School’s Reading Norms; 
the name of the School’s Reading 

Champion. 

The School Reading Policy should be de-
veloped by a team of teachers 
from the school. The team should 
consist of both language teachers 
and teachers of other subjects. 
 

The draft School Reading Policy should 
be presented to all teaching staff 
at the school and the School Gov-
erning Body (SGB) for comment.  

 

Once comments have been considered, 
the final approved School Reading 
Policy should be signed by the 
School Principal and the Chairper-
son of the SGB.  

 

The final School Reading Policy should 

be emailed to the Circuit Manager 

of the School before 30 October 

2023.
